The mark of a great storyteller is that you forget that you're reading a made up story, and the story
is playing itself out right in front of you as if you are there with the characters. Such is the storytelling
ability of Kristen Heitzmann. In the first novel, Carina worked through her anger at Flavio, her sister
and God. In this novel we find Quillan doing the same thing. Ms. Weitzman has some measure of
compassion on the reader toward the end of the novel, and finally tempers are soothed and God is
