Over three quarters of the book dealt with
technology that hasn’t been used in over a decade. Some of the chapters contained detailed
information on technology that was over 25 year old. Why?| passed first try. As everyone says the
exam doesn’t go into a lot of depth, but you do have to know a lot. The "new" exam (2015) has only
changed 4% which means they only changed 9 or 10 questions.| used the CISSP for Dummies
book as my primary reference and would do it again. BUT don’t use it as your only reference. This
book covered topics which were on the exam the Dummies book didn’t even discuss.Best way to
prepare is to read topics in the Dummies Book and use Bing searches to find material to study. Do
this for a month or two before taking the exam. Then read and study from this book the week before

the exam.Good luck.
